• Public data – As mentioned, the data 
on all contracts has long been open 
to the public.  However, new Web 
resources such as usaspending.gov 
further improve the public's visibility 
into the matter.

• The Office of Federal Procurement 
Policy Administrator Paul Denett 
issued guidance to the federal 
agencies acquisition community 
requiring that they establish and 
document procedures for validation 
and verification of contracting data 
contained in the Federal 
Procurement Data System-Next 
Generation, and that they attest to 
the data each year.

SBA, in partnership with federal agencies, has 
taken great strides to improve federal 
contracting information data through data 
cleaning, regulations, and increased 
transparency and accountability.  These 
measures taken collectively will encourage 
agencies to provide more, genuine 
opportunities to small firms.

One of SBA’s initiatives is to update existing 
Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) eliminating 
outdated information with concise succinct 
guidance for lenders and SBA personnel.  As part 
of the SOP 50 10 modernization project, Eric 
Zarnikow, Associate Administrator, Office of Capital 
Access and Gail Hepler, Chief, Office of Financial 
Assistance visited Utah on July 16th and held two 
round table discussions with training on SOP 50-10 
for Utah lenders and credit unions.  Even though 
Utah is rated second in the country for SBA express 
loans, and fifth in the country in total SBA lending, 
loan volume has dropped on a national level 
compared to 2007.  SBA will continue to strive to 
work with lenders and improve SBA programs and 
services to better meet the needs of the small 
business lending community.

On July 16, 2008 the Utah District Office 
participated in a Faith Based and Community 
Initiative job fair that targeted veterans and 
residence in Davis, Weber, Box Elder and Cache 
Counties.  The State of Utah Department of 
Workforce Services, Church of Jesus Christ of 
Latter-Day Saints and the Davis Conference Center 
sponsored the event.  The career fair began three 
years ago, with now more than 800 attendees a 
larger facility was needed.

Transformation Affects  

Hill AFB, UT – Continued- 
An interesting point made by Hill AFB was the 
regionalization of acquisition transfers to five 
centers nationwide.  Hill AFB responsibilities will 
be transferred to Peterson Air Force Base in 
Colorado.  
 
This initiative, approved by the Secretary of the 
Air Force in August 2007, drives a fundamental 
organizational structure change which (1) 
transfers acquisition management and oversight 
to Air Force Materiel Command (AFMC), Wright-
Patterson AFB, Ohio; (2) geographically re-aligns 
CONUS contracting activity into five Installation 
Acquisition Groups; and (3) significantly reduces 
the size and scope of installation contracting 
squadrons.  Full implementation is scheduled for 
fiscal year 2012.

Administration has introduced two new free 
online finance courses to help small business 
owners with the basic principles of finance and 
borrowing.  
 
The new self-paced courses, Finance Primer: 
Guide to SBA’s Loan Guaranty Programs at 
http://app1.sba.gov/sbtn/registration/index.cfm?C
ourseId=29 and How to Prepare a Loan 
Package at 
http://app1.sba.gov/sbtn/registration/index.cfm?C
ourseId=28, walk business owners through steps 
that answer questions about what debt financing 
is, what loan programs are available, what small 
businesses should know about borrowing money, 
how to prepare a loan package and how loan 
requests are reviewed by lenders.  
 
The Finance Primer gives an overview of the 
SBA’s loan guaranty programs to help small 
businesses understand the variety of financial 
resources, including those from the SBA.  
The finance courses can help entrepreneurs 
avoid some of the common mistakes made such 
as securing the wrong type of financing, 
miscalculating the amount of financing required, 
and underestimating the cost of borrowing 
money. 
 
The Loan Package course includes small 
business links to related information, and refers 
course participants for direct support in preparing 
a loan request to appropriate resources that 
include SBA’s district offices, SBA resource 
partners and lenders
