Export Trade Financing Issues

Questions related to export financing may pertain to methods of payment,
comparisons of payment options, risk assessment and mitigation, how

to structure a transaction, how to find local contacts for export financing
or how to apply for an SBA export loan.

« The first, the method of payment may involve documentary letters of credit, documentary collections,
wire transfers, or foreign currency exchange. The International Departments of major banks (pg 5)
assist the exporter with these services and can provide technical advice to assist a firm in getting paid
for overseas sales, Letter of Credit drafting or review, etc.

% The second area is financing the export transaction cycle; this means identifying a source for the
working capital to fund the export transaction. It may be pre-shipment financing for the production
cycle (materials, inventory, labor), post-shipment financing to extend credit terms, or both. Typically,
such financing is available from the commercial lending departments of a bank, particularly the bank’s
Small Business Lending Divisions. Several banks that provide such financing are listed in this guide
(pg.3). A few banks provide export financing through their international banking departments for
corporate customers and larger transactions; early stage exporters will need a government-guaranty,
i.e., from SBA, in order to get financing.

The third area is risk mitigation when extending credit to overseas buyers. Included in this guide are
credit agencies that will assist you in evaluating buyer risk, as well as insurance agencies that will
provide insurance on overseas accounts receivable. See the listing of brokers in the section on Foreign
Credit Insurance (pg 7).

« The fourth element in trade finance that may be an issue, especially for larger transactions, is buyer
financing. The Export-Import Bank of the United States (EXIM Bank) has a number of programs that
can assist buyers of U.S. exports (pg.8). For agricultural / commaodity financing, the U.S. Department of
Agriculture can assist.

Export businesses which are not yet bankable [less than 3 years in operation] may be able to get financing if the export loan is

guaranteed by the SBA.

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SBA’s EXPORT FINANCE PROGRAMS

The U.S. Small Business Administration (SBA) offers lenders a federal guarantee to support export financing to small
businesses when the export business is not bankable. SBA guaranteed loans may not exceed $2 million and the
maximum guarantee per company is $1 million Interest rates for SBA loans are market-based. SBA fees vary by loan
maturities, terms and amounts; a personal guaranty may be required and other conditions may apply.

SBA loans for export financing include transaction financing, start-up and market development loans and long
term loans for construction, expansion or equipment financing.

Note: In 2004, standard SBA loans are capped at $750,000 per loan (A & C, listed below).

A. Export Working Capital Program

For single transactions or multiple sales [line of credit], the Export Working Capital Program (EWCP)
provides loans to cover pre-shipment or post-shipment working capital or a combination of both:

Pre-shipment: to manufacture goods, to purchase finished goods or services for export.
Post-shipment: to finance receivables from export sales (up t0180 days).

Combination: to finance both the acquisition or production of export goods and services and
the resulting accounts receivable.

B. Export EXPRESS

For a variety of export financing uses, i.e., marketing, transactions, equipment, expansion, etc., up to
$250,000, the Export Express loan is available through SBA Express Lenders. They offer expedited review
and processing and quick turn around from SBA.

C. International Trade Loan Program

Limited to fixed asset uses, i.e., construction, buildings, equipment, etc., this program offers long term
financing up to $1 million to support growing export businesses. When used in combination with an EWCP
loan for working capital, SBA’s guaranteed loan amount can increase to $1.25 million.

D. 504 Loan Program

Major business expansion, equipment, construction and modernization financing for longer terms [10
or 20 years] and fixed rates based on U.S. Treasury notes is available through SBA designated CDCs
(Community Development Corporation) and requires at least 10% equity participation by the borrower.

To access international banking services, i.e., opening and negotiating export or import documentary letters of
credit, assistance with documentary collections, wire transfers and foreign exchange, contact the international divisions of
major banks. An early inquiry, best before negotiating the method of payment, helps to find out about pricing for services,

correspondent banking relationships and the scope of each bank's services.

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EXPORT CREDIT INSURANCE

Export Credit Insurance is specialized insurance to protect against non-payment due to the commercial and/or
country risk when selling on open account terms into export markets. Commercial coverage protects against a buyer’s
nonpayment and political coverage protects against default due to war or adverse sovereign actions. Export credit
insurance may give exporters a competitive advantage of offering open account terms. Lenders will often add insured
accounts receivables to a customer’s borrowing base, thereby increasing the availability of working capital financing.

Private sector and government insurance programs are offered through brokers. The EXIM Bank offers a special
rate for small business exporters.

The Export Import Bank of the United States (EXIM Bank) is the primary U.S. agency charged with providing
financing support for American exports through credit risk protection and lending or loan guaranty programs.

EXIM Bank programs fall primarily into three categories:

1) Working Capital Guaranty Program (see also SBA’'s EWCP program)
2) Loan guarantees to foreign buyers of U.S. goods and services

3) Credit insurance on open account sales (see Export Credit Insurance, pg 7)

Finance - To foster investment, OPIC offers medium- and long-term project financing. Direct loans are
available for projects sponsored by American small businesses. For large projects, OPIC will guarantee
loans to projects sponsored by U.S. investors, starting at

$2 million per project. OPIC also sponsors several funds offering equity capital for investment projects in
targeted countries.

Insurance - To mitigate the risks of investing overseas, OPIC insures U.S. investments against political
violence, inconvertibility of currency, and expropriation. OPIC also offers stand-alone terrorism insurance
for up to 10 years at fixed annual premiums.

3) Investor Services - For companies considering overseas investment, OPIC offers a variety of fee-based
services including feasibility studies, investment missions, a database of business opportunities, and
business outreach.

The U.S. Trade Development Agency (TDA) provides grants to foreign countries for feasibility studies and other
planning services for major projects in those countries. U.S. companies or consortia must perform tDA-funded studies.
The host country plays an active role in developing the scope of work for the study, selecting (on a competitive basis) the
U.S. firm to complete it, and then monitoring the progress of the study. By participating in a TDA-funded study, a U.S.
company is usually able to establish a presence in the country and initiate what could well develop into a long-term
relationship with host country officials and project managers leading to additional business opportunities.

TDA operates in developing and middle-income countries. The types of projects that TDA funds include are
energy and natural resource development, transportation, telecommunications, and the environment. TDA reviews
project proposals to determine whether they meet project criteria, e.g., being an economic development priority for the
country, creating U.S. export potential, and falling within funding availability.

Other TDA Activities:

Definitional Missions

Once a promising project is identified, TDA hires an assessment team made up of U.S. technical
experts to conduct a definitional mission (DM). DM studies are frequently performed by small and minority-
owned businesses. The purpose of DMs are to compile information critical to TDA's internal selection
process. Based on the advice of the DM team, among other factors, TDA determines whether to offer a grant
for the feasibility study. DM consultants are precluded from participating in TDA-funded feasibility studies.

Feasibility Studies
TDA funds studies to determine the technical, economic and financial feasibility of major development
projects. Feasibility studies provide detailed data that support decisions on whether and how to proceed with
project implementation. Host countries using competitive procedures select feasibility study contractors.
Requests for proposals are listed in Commerce Business Dalily.

Export credit guarantees for purchases of US agricultural commodities are offered through a variety of
programs available through the Commodity Credit Corporation. Coverage is typically 98% of the port value of
the export item. Two major programs provide coverage for short term and medium term credits:

(&) GSM 102 — for a period of 6 months to 3 years and

(b) GSM 103 -- for more than 3 years

Under both programs, CCC underwrites credit extended by the private US banking sector for food and
agricultural products sold to foreign buyers using dollar-denominated irrevocable letters of credit. The letters
of credit must be opened by a CCC-approved foreign bank. Any product must be 100% US origin;
manufactured inputs, i.e., pesticides, fertilizers, machinery, etc., are not covered.

Steps for Reviewing CCC’ Export Credit Guarantee Program Eligibility:

1. Identify current CCC coverage for export product and target country
2. ldentify banks in importing country that are CCC approved.

3. ldentify participating US bank.

4. Request letter of credit for transaction from eligible foreign bank

5. Apply for CCC approval

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EXPORT LICENSING AND REGULATORY CONTROL AGENCIES

There is no separate “export business license” and most products can be shipped without special approval by the
U.S. government. Exceptions are exports to prohibited countries, prohibited entities (businesses or individuals) and
prohibited products or goods that require an export license. Goods that need a special, called ‘validated’, license are
usually so-called ‘dual use’ products that have a military application.

The U.S Small Business Administration offers loan guarantees for all types of business loans.
The loans may be used for start-up or expansion capital, working capital and fixed asset financing.

Other non-export program assistance, i.e., Minority Enterprise Development, Women Entrepreneur or Veterans
enterprises, or information on government contracting is also available through the Portland SBA Office.

Targeted for exporters is the International Trade loan which provides up to $1 million in fixed asset financing and up to $1
million in export working capital with the total loan not to exceed $1.25 million. The Export Express Loan Program is for
smaller loans up to $250,000 and may be used for market development, trade shows, equipment or export transactions.
The Export Working Capital Program (EWCP) provides loans for export transaction financing up to $1 million (see page
4).

Funded activities
include trade missions, trade shows, in-store promotions, market research, trade seminars, etc.
Application for funds is through member States' agricultural departments. Individual companies
can apply to either WUSATA or their own State's Department of Agriculture, International Division.
