“It’s unusual that a new bank with a one year track record has reached
this benchmark. The certification is a result of a very highly trained commercial lending staff”,
said Butland.

The ceremony was held at Rivergreen Bank, 36 Portland Road in Kennebunk on April 2", at
3:00 P.M., following a brief reception.

Rivergreen Bank is the first new commercial bank in Maine in more than a decade. The new
bank entered the market with a distinctive name, colorful logo, and a friendly style of service not
often seen in the traditionally conservative banking industry.
