Those affected by a disaster can rebuild stronger by increasing their SBA disaster
assistance loan up to 20% of the verified physical damage to make mitigation improvements. Generally,
borrowers have 2 years after loan approval to request an increase for higher rebuilding costs, code-required
upgrades or mitigation.
