Analysis Grid
This analysis form is set up for real estate using a forced sale value of 75% of fair market value.  If personal property is being evaluated this percentage should range from 20 to 50% depending on the type of property being sold. 

CDC Recommendation Section   

Comments should justify/clarify figures used in the analysis, i.e., prior lien payoff, taxes, holding & selling costs and other.  Normally 10% is used as an estimate of holding & selling costs; however, this can be adjusted if necessary based on the situation.  If the CDC adjusts this percentage or uses specific dollar estimates for various costs, it should be explained in the recommendation.   This section should also include the CDC’s recommendation as to whether or not SBA should protect its interest in the collateral at the foreclosure.  If so, the amount of the protective bid should be included.  See SOP 50 51 2, chapter 21 and chapter 7, sections 8 – 16 for further guidance on establishing protective bids.
