The team will answer all of your financing 

questions and give you advice on what steps to take to achieve your goal of starting 

or expanding a business.  The roundtables are best suited for those who have good 

credit, a solid business idea, and some money to invest in the business.  The ses-

sions are free, but you must register in advance.
