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Notes for Slide 9: Veteran Preference
On the Veteran Preference form, you indicate whether you think you are eligible for the 10-point veteran preference. 

By law, veterans who are disabled or who served on active duty in the Armed Forces during certain specified time periods or in specified military campaigns may be entitled to a veteran preference. This preference pertains both to candidates seeking federal employment and to federal employees in terms of their retention standing.

Even if you are not a veteran, you may be eligible for the veteran preference if you are the spouse, widow, or mother of an eligible veteran. 

You should complete this form even if you are not claiming the veteran preference. 

Enter your name under #1.

If you are not claiming the veteran preference:

· Enter N/A under #5.

· Leave the “Preference entitlement was verified” check box blank.

· Sign and date the bottom of the form.
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
