* In November 2016, the unemployment rate was 5.6%, down from 6.1% at the close of 2015. This was above the November
2016 national unemployment rate of 4.6%. (Source: CPS)

Net
small business job change, minority small business ownership, and exporter share statistics are based on the 2014 Business Dynamics Statistics (BDS),
2012 Survey of Business Owners (SBO), and 2014 International Trade Administration (ITA) data, respectively.

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Figure 2 displays the number of small firms (SBO) per 100 people 16 years and over (ACS). For example, there are approximately 8 female-owned firms
per 100 working age females or 417.4K <+-5.2M x 100. ACS and SBO differ in their classifications of individuals reporting more than one race. ACS
provides a distinct category for two or more races while SBO tabulates these businesses into more than one group.
