Starts biomedical engineering company in 2011, creating 78 jobs; projects revenue to surpass $12M in 2016

Santa Ana, CA – The U.S. Small Business Administration has selected Ali N. Youssef, Owner and President, USOC Medical, Inc., as a finalist for the 2016 Small Business Person of the Year.  Youssef was nominated for the award by Dikran Sassounian, Business Relationship Manager for JP Morgan Chase Bank.

USOC Medical, Inc. is a biomedical equipment services and repair company located in Irvine, California whose clients include healthcare facilities, clinics, and medical companies of all types and sizes across the nation and into Canada.  Committed to providing high quality, cost-effective equipment and services, the company has achieved significant growth under Youssef’s leadership, who started the business in 2011.  Youssef led the company to profitability within its first six months in operations and has led the company through impressive growth in sales and number of employees.  The company projects its 2016 revenues to surpass $12 million and to add another 30 employees in the next three years to its work force, which is currently 78 individuals.  

Youssef, who holds many advanced technical certifications in addition to being a graduate of University of California, Irvine, began his career at Tenacore where he was a biomedical technician, inspecting, troubleshooting and repairing a wide variety of electronic and electro-mechanical medical equipment.  After working at Tenacore for nearly 4 years, Youssef was hired by Pacific Medical to be its Director of Engineering, where he led the company’s efforts to manage and protect its intellectual property, coach, mentor and develop employees, and oversee device research and quality assurance, among other duties.  It was after working for Pacific Medical that Youssef became motivated to leverage his industry insight by building a successful biomedical engineering business of his own, providing “simple solutions for complex devices.”  Youssef is currently pursuing graduate studies at University of California, Irvine while still remaining an integral part of the company’s day-to-day operations.

One point of differentiation between USOC Medical and its competitors is the company’s versatility.  In addition to maintaining vendor neutrality, the company services a wide range of equipment and devices from nearly every manufacturer.  As a result of this flexibility, the company will sometimes receive requests from its competitors who cannot service or repair certain pieces of medical equipment.  

The company innovates in its industry by repairing parts and devices that either competitors cannot because they lack the technical expertise or that the manufacturers won’t because it’s not cost effective to do so.  It is also willing to reconfigure its testing environment to suit its clients needs, acknowledging the different methods of testing used by a variety of hospitals in multiple countries, and meet their requirements. USOC Medical, Inc. engineers have reverse engineered multiple technologies to provide solutions for its clients. 

USOC Medical, which has adopted the mission statement, “to be a company that does more than just make money,” supports charitable causes including WALK UNITED.  Youssef saw the cause as an opportunity to put his company in line with his personal beliefs, which include compassion for neighbors and a belief in upward mobility earned through effort and education.
