· Current and past financial reports.  For state consideration, we request basic profit and loss & balance sheet info for past three years.  The state winner will be asked to produce more complete P & L and Balance Sheets for that time period.
· Innovativeness of product or service.
· Response to adversity.
· Contributions to aid community-oriented projects.


SMALL BUSINESS EXPORTER OF THE YEAR
Any individual who owns and operates a small business engaged in exporting may be nominated.
· Increased sales, profits and/or growth of employment because of exporting.   (Profit & Loss and balance sheet information for the past three years will be requested).
· Creative overseas marketing strategies, with description of products & markets served.
· Effective solutions to export-related problems.
